Section 2: AACC Course Selection & Transfer Details

This section explains any specific course selections made in section 1 and provides transfer planning guidance specific to
this degree plan. Students must follow the course selections outlined in this document. If students do not complete any or all
of the courses outlined in this agreement, they will be required to complete outstanding requirements at TU.

GENERAL EDUCATION
The following information explains the transfer of students’ general education coursework:

= When a specific course to take is not identified in Table 1, students may choose any course approved for that
requirement by the AACC catalog. GER course selections are only specified if they are required by the AACC catalog
and/or will apply to the major at TU.

= TU will recognize the courses in Table 1 (see section 1) as a completed general education program. Students will
receive a core package that satisfies most of the TU Core Curriculum without the need for course-by-course placement
in specific Core Curriculum requirements.

= Students will only need to complete two Core Curriculum requirements at TU: Advanced Writing Seminar (Core 9) and
Ethical Perspectives (Core 14). These requirements may be satisfied in the major at TU depending on students’ choice
of Focus Area.

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
Students must take GSS 101 Introduction to Women’s Studies to satisfy the major requirement of WMST 231 Women in
Perspective.

PROGRAM ELECTIVES
TU will apply 9 credits of GSS electives from AACC toward the Distribution Requirement. No more than two AACC courses
will be applied to each Focus Area.

GENERAL ELECTIVES

Students should confirm that the courses they take for elective credit are transferable to TU. They should consult with their
academic advisor at AACC for assistance in selecting elective courses if needed. Per the AACC catalog, no more than 3
credits of physical activity courses may count as electives.

LOWER-LEVEL EQUIVALENTS OF UPPER-LEVEL COURSES

A course number beginning with T indicates that it is a lower-level equivalent of an upper-level TU course. SOCI TO1 and PHIL
T32 will apply to the major as SOCI 301 and PHIL 332 if required, but they will not count toward the TU degree requirement
for 32 upper-level units.



Section 3: Degree Requirements to Be Completed at TU

This section outlines the remaining degree requirements to be completed at TU for students transferring into the Women’s
and Gender Studies major. This program is designed to allow flexibility in course choices based on students’ academic and
professional goals. The total number of units required between the Focus and Distribution areas may fluctuate due to
variability in courses taken at AACC and students’ choice of focus area. However, the overall number of units required to
graduate will remain consistent. Refer to section 4 for university-wide degree requirements.

The total number of elective units required will be determined by the total units completed within the major. Electives can be
additional major electives or courses for personal interests. Students may also consider adding a minor in another field of
interest. Minors require between 18-30 units depending on the program.



Section 4: Additional Requirements for TU Degree Completion
