The year’s AIM programs included
an exhibition, two performances, and three workshops
introducing Cambaodian arts and culture in fall 2016. In spring
2016, we inaugurated the Asia in Maryland [AIM) Cultural
History Project interdisciplinary studies course combining
ethnography and oral history to explore, understand, and
document Asian arts and culture in Maryland.

2 Folk Pottery: The Art of the Everyday

| This exhibition explores the challenges
faced by contemporary folk potters
in China—including ethnic minorities
and Han people—as the demand for
traditional wares steadily declines in
tandem with China's rapid modernization.
As a result of this change, village potters
have migrated to the cities in search of more lucrative work, the
dragon kilns that operated for centuries are cold and threatened
by extinction, and the traditional knowledge and skills of
conternporary folk pottery (minyao, peoples’ pottery) struggle for
survival. The exhibition showcases objects created for daily
use collected through research trips by curator, Marie Woo,
between 1995 and 2009 from Tibetan, Dai, Miao, Bai, and Han
potters. It introduces an “alternative” look at Chinese ceramics
(in contrast to the Chinese Imperial porcelain that is well-known
throughout the world) and offers an opportunity to examine
diverse aesthetics, functions, production values, and personal
stories associated with these traditions that are part of China's
8000 year-old ceramic history.

We will foster
dialogue and cross-cultural awareness across
Towson University and local Asian communities
while engaging them in producing and sharing an
interactive exhibition and complementary public
programs.

Students will be prepared for roles in a
production of Sita, Gentle Warrior, which
explores the identity of Sita, the heroine of the
2000 year-old pan-Asian Ramayana epic, from

While the
traditional story is presented from the male point
of view, this production recounts the journey
from Sitas perspective, revealing her strength and
power as well as her identity as the universal mother of the earth.
