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Jessica investigated the experiences of students at Towson from China, Vietnam and 
Pakistan. She conducted an oral history with Daniel Andrades who is from Pakistan.  
Jessica’s research helped her challenge her assumptions about international students. Now 
she will be more inclined to interact with international students, and encourage others to 
do so, with an open mind. In particular, she will approach them as college students, not 
international students.
