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Dr. Timothy Connolly is Professor of Philosophy at East Stroudsburg University. His research
focuses on ethics in classical Chinese traditions as well as the methodology of cross-cultural
philosophy. He is the author of Doing Philosophy Comparatively (2015, with a 2nd edition in
2023) and Foundations of Confucian Ethics: Virtues, Roles, and Selves (forthcoming, 2025).

Currently he is working on a project that brings together contemporary discussions of

transformative experience with perspectives from classical Chinese texts.
